We, as a society, are on drugs!  
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Abstract
This survey shows that medicine occupies an important part of our society’s dependence. The word medication seems to have a positive connotation attached to it, when in fact most people forget that medication is a drug. Most people do not acknowledge the consequences of taking medication, and it is a major problem in our society. 
Introduction
Medicine, under its professional name stands for licenced drug. These drugs are supposed to cure pain or illness felt by patients, but do they really help? Our team, composed of two students studying in business and law, has questioned itself about the effects of medication and have created a survey in order to find out more about the subject. A survey of 11 questions in total, asked to 20 different people. The survey was asked to men and women from 17 to 47 years old. Asked questions about their doctor consultations for the possible need of medication to questions about their regular or irregular consummation of drugs\medication, we were able to calculate an average of how much medication our society takes. Just as we thought, our society depends on medication more than it should; forgetting that in the beginning, medication is a strong and dangerous drug. 
Consummation of medication 
	As we interviewed a variety of different people, we found out that 60% of our interviewed people have taken medication in the past. This was relieving for us at first because we expected more people to be on medication. But when we calculated the amount of people who take medication and adding how many of them know at least one other person taking some, we arrived at an average of 75%. Therefore, only 25% of our society is clean from medication, while the other 75% lies within the spell of drugs. Many of the people taking medication said that they had been diagnosed with a certain illness or just had to solve a temporary problem. Many of these same people said that they stopped taking the medication because it gave them too many irresistible side effects. Some of them claimed to have suffered from side effects like severe mood swings, pains or became total ‘’zombies’’. Some said that medication helped them stabilize their disorders, but their addiction to the medication is a new problem added on their list. Therefore, it helps, but it doesn’t solve my problem. 
‘’We want to change things around’’
As we continued to ask questions, we came to a satisfied conclusion that 70% of the people are against medication. This is quite satisfying to hear, what does it really change anything? 75% of our society still continues to be on drugs. The balance is unequal, and things must change! 50% of the people believe that medication does not help at all, and 30% believe that medications can really be useful but only to people who absolutely need it, which is absently true.  We do not wish to abolish medication from our society; we only wish that the amount of people on medication decreases. In order to do this, we asked how many people believe that medication can be replaced, and who wants to change things around. Question 9 of the survey : ‘’Do you think that other natural solutions can solve patient problems without medication? (Ex: yoga, physiotherapies, massage therapies , homeopathy, group consultations, psychologists etc.)’’ 17 people out of 20 believe that these solutions can be better sources of help. Meanwhile this question remains, who is really ready to change things around?
